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In July, 2005 The “Q” Fund partnered with Rev. John Enright to purchase approximately 7 acres and 
12,000 immature banana trees on the grounds of an organic plantation at Kafakumba, in the outskirts 
of Ndola, Zambia. Rev. Enright and his wife Kendra have devoted their lives to eradicating poverty in 
Zambia by using organic farming, raising cattle, building a fish hatchery and marketing high-end 
finished carpentry as the engine that generates a sustainable income and a productive life for the 
Zambian people. 

We are proud and pleased to join forces with the Enrights and their 
innovative teachings at Kafakumba that provide the African people 
with pride in self, family and country, hard work and a better life for 
their children. The “Q” Fund’s Chimoza Community School will 
receive a 40% share of income produced by the sales from the banana 
plantation, funding which has been earmarked for operating costs, 
salaries for the principle and teachers as well as for the on-going 

construction of a larger school that will serve grades K through University.  

We are currently trying to secure funding in the amount of US $200K to purchase a plot of land near 
the existing school campus that is for sale. It has electricity, water, sewer and telephone service, 
housing, a main gathering/dining/administrative building and has been completely landscaped. 

 Our goal is to construct an educational facility equal to any school in the world built for higher 
learning. As funds are generated from banana sales, we will expand Chimoza, first by adding space for 
grades 8 through12, a Kindergarten and a nursery school. The existing Chimoza Community School 
will be dedicated exclusively to the adult community for vocational studies, which empower a 
productive livelihood. The “Q” Fund, along with our Zambian partners, will then begin construction of 
a University offering studies in original African art, music, drama and dance. With so many adults 
dying from HIV/AIDS there are few left to teach children the indigenous arts and the importance and 
significance in color or weave for ceremonial baskets, masks and carvings. The Chimoza School will 
carry on these priceless traditions. 

There are a number of favorable conditions which must be met to ensure success when working with 
African countries, and Zambia has fulfilled these requirements: 

·  The country must have a stable government who readily 
collaborates with Chimoza, Kafakumba and The “Q” Fund for 
the betterment of its children.  

·  The country must be stable with regard to tribal harmony.  

·  Land must be rich in nutrients and soil favorable to enjoy the 
fruits of the communities’ labor, without worry of drought and 
or floods.  

·  The educational system must be founded on the English language, as well as native languages.  

·  There must be an individual residing within the country who has proven himself or herself 
dedicated to the success of this model.  
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Chimoza Community School will be a boarding school where students and facility will have three 
meals a day, a roof over their heads and a place to call home. Teachers and staff will also reside on the 
property at Chimoza. There will be a sports field so students may invite surrounding school children to 
compete in sporting events such as track and soccer. The school will be open and free to all.  
 
Chimoza will be built out of natural materials, and designed by a Zambian 
native who will work closely with the community to integrate their thoughts and 
ideas. Students will learn traditional studies as well vocational skills such as 
organic farming, dairy, high end carpentry, cooking, sewing and agriculture. The 
school will respect, teach and honor the music, drama, painting and stories that 
originated in Africa. Building a school that fosters traditional teachings with 21st 
century opportunities is imperative to preserve the very roots of the African 
culture for generations to come. 
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
